The IRENA side event on the margins of the Bonn climate conference served as a pla�orm to showcase 
IRENA's involvement in the global climate response and to share knowledge, exper�se, and best 
prac�ces in the field of renewable energy and sustainable development. 
 
Dr Roland Roesch, the Director of the IRENA Innova�on and Technology Centre, began the event by 
welcoming the guests and emphasising the importance of IRENA's role in addressing the global climate 
challenges. He highlighted the need to strive for a cleaner and greener future and the significance of 
turning the �de in favour of sustainable energy sources. 
 
The event’s first session focused on the work of the Long-Term Energy Scenarios Network (LTES) and 
specifically discussed the January 2023 Report on the alignment of climate and energy planning.
